START

First car to start at approx. 09:00 — Earlier if possible
Each car started has to complete his/her run before the next car can start.
Entries will determine amount of runs — (adding additional)

Start sequence : We will be using a timing system developed for Gymkhanas and will explain the starting procedure
at drivers briefing* (COMPULSORY)

Cars will start in numerical order as allocated by the Clerk of the Course and or Score Keepers.

Finish Notice : For reasons of safety teams WILL come to a COMPLETE stop, straddling front wheels in front and
rear wheels behind the finish line. Failure to do so will result in a penalty* (*see penalties) Competitors will WAIT for
the finish marshal to release them and THEN ONLY may the competitor leave the finish. Finish marshal’s ruling is
final and cannot be protested.

As a
member you will automatically receive an annual WOMZA competition license* (Paperwork to be filled out at The
Rock Raceway on the day and they will issue you with a license immediately) which needs to be produced at
documentation.

You can also contact us for membership forms and e-mail it back to us.
Entries open immediately and will close at the discretion of the CoC on Saturday 25 February 2012.

Notice : Submitting and entry form will represent full intent to compete and failure to withdraw entry at least 24hrs
prior to the start of the event will have said entrant forfeit their entry fee.

CLASSES

Novice : Entrants that have never competed in a gymkhana before. Novice will NOT score towards the
Championship. Only Class to allow passengers (non-competing)

Ladies : Female drivers only. Ladies do NOT score separately for the Championship.

Street : STOCK standard cars with NO modifications from factory build

Street Modified :  Any car with ANY modification from Standard eg. Exhaust, Semi Slick, Slick Tyres

Race/Open: Purpose built race cars,

Fitted with Rollcages
Stripped out
Any Car not in any of the above classes.

Clerk of the Course reserve the right to use his discretion regarding vehicle classification.
Cars like KTM, Noble etc will be classified as Race/Open as it is intended for racing purposes.

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16. CLASSIFICATION
In order to finish as a finisher a minimum of 5 runs have to be completed. Clerk of the Course have final discretion.

17. JUDGEST OF FACT

All officials are Judges of fact
Penalties of out of sequence starts will be penalised by the Judges of Fact (CoC approval required)

NOTE : Once the start lights are on a competitor is under starter orders. ANY movement prior to the official start will be
deemed a jump start.

18. PENALTIES

. Misconduct, Littering, racing in pits/access roads, damage to property, - IMMEDIATE EXCLUSION

. Reckless driving IMMEDIATE EXCLUSION

e Ignoring any official IMMEDIATE EXCLUSION

e Wrong Route/Short Cutting Slowest Time +10sec

e  Cone hit +5sec each

. Jump Start +5sec

e  Deliberate Jump Start Slowest Time +10sec
o  Start Marshal’'s/CoC’s discretion

e  Overshoot +5sec

. Short Stop Time will continue to run until you cross the finish line
o You then HAVE to stop again, if you don't, this will be seen as an overshoot.

e  Starting out of sequence +10sec per run wrongfully started.

19. PRIZEGIVING
